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Article 1. Name. 

The name of this organization shall be the Conway Advocates for Bicycling, Incorporated ("CAB"). 

Article 2.  Duration

The period of duration of the "CAB" is perpetual. 

Article 3. Purposes. 

The purpose of the "CAB" shall be to operate exclusively for those charitable and educational purposes specified in Section 501 (c) (3) of the Internal Revenue Code. 

The mission of the "CAB" shall be advancing the interests of bicyclists and bicycling in Conway and in surrounding communities in Faulkner County.
In furtherance of this mission  "CAB" may hold community bike rides, community bike sharing and recycling programs, races, lectures, other educational activities, demonstrations, clinics and social events; to print and publish books, magazines, and newsletters; make awards; and do all such other things as may be conducive to the encouragement of bicycling. 

Article 4. Membership. 

Membership is open to any person, family or business (corporate membership) in sympathy with the purpose of the "CAB" and who pays membership dues determined in accordance with Article 10, of these by-laws. 

The "CAB" shall have three types of members: individual, family and corporate. All members shall have the right to vote; an individual membership has one vote; a family membership has one vote; a corporate membership has one vote. A member who has paid the required membership dues will be considered a member in good standing. Members vote to elect the Board of Directors and Officers of the Board.

Article 5. Board of Directors. 

Number and Qualifications. 

The entire business and affairs of the "CAB" shall be vested in and managed by a Board of Directors. The Board of Directors shall consist of the following officers, President; President-elect; Secretary; Treasurer (or Secretary/Treasurer if the position is combined); Immediate Past President; and as many at large members of the Board of Directors as needed to reach at least seven members of the Board. The Board of Directors shall consist of at least seven individuals and no more than eleven. Board members will have an interest in the mission of “CAB” and support “CAB” as they are able.

Terms of office. 

Members of the Board of Directors shall hold office for a term of three years, extending from March 1 through February 28 (29) of the year succeeding election of member to the Board.  However, in order to provide for staggered terms for the initial Directors, one-third of the Directors shall serve for a term of one year, one-third shall serve for a term of two years and one-third shall serve for a term of three years. Board members are limited to two consecutive terms. Officers are elected each year. 

Resignation.
A Director may resign at any time by filing his or her written resignation with the Secretary.

Vacancies.

If a vacancy exists in the Board of Directors for any reason, the vacancy may be filled by a majority vote of the Board of Directors.  Persons elected to fill vacancies serve until the next regular board election in February.
Removal.
Board members may be removed from office for cause (e.g. three consecutive board absences). A two-thirds majority vote by members of the Board is required for this action.

Meeting. 

The Board shall meet monthly, except that meetings may from time to time be delayed or postponed at the discretion of the President, but in no event shall more than 90 days elapse without a meeting of the Board. Meetings for special purposes may be called at any time deemed necessary by the President, who shall notify all members of the Board in advance of such special meetings. The time and location of meetings will be posted on “CAB’s” website (currently CycleConway.org) one week in advance, and members of the Board of Directors will be notified by email through their registration on the website. Meetings shall be held in any convenient location in the State of Arkansas that the Board deems to be appropriate. Board meetings are open to the membership and the public.

Quorum. 

A quorum for the conduct of business by the Board shall consist of those present, and shall consist of no less than a simple majority of members of the Board, providing that all members of the Board shall have been notified, in advance, of the meeting. The acts of the majority of the Board present at a meeting at which a quorum is present shall be the act of the Board. A majority vote of the Board present is necessary to pass ordinary measures, unless otherwise noted herein.  

Action of the Board. 

Any action that may be taken at a meeting of the Board may be taken without a meeting of the Board providing that a consent in writing, setting forth the action to be taken, shall be signed by all Board members, before the action is taken. In certain cases when a meeting is not possible, the President may poll the Board by telephone or email to obtain their votes on an action to be taken, provided that a written report of the results of the poll and the action taken are provided to the membership in a timely manner following such polling. 

Article 6. Committees. 

The Board shall be empowered to constitute and dissolve committees as it sees fit to conduct the activities of the “CAB”. Members appointed to chair these committees must be elected members of the Board of Directors. The appointment of committee members shall be with the advice and consent of the Board.
Article 7. Election of Board of Directors and Officer Positions. 

The Board of Directors shall be nominated by the general membership of the “CAB” through a Nominating committee of three board members appointed by the President. All nominations shall be submitted in writing to the Nominating committee for each vacant Board position and for each Officer (except the President), each of whom shall have agreed in advance of the election to serve in the officer position to which he/she is nominated. In January the Secretary shall notify the membership that “CAB” is taking nominations. Notification will be posted on “CAB’s” website (currently CycleConway.org), and members will be notified by email through their registration on the website. Members are responsible for insuring that the email registered on “CAB’s” website, Cycleconway.org. is functional. There shall be no nomination for the office of President. That office shall be filled by the President-elect, who shall succeed the President. The Board shall review and discuss the slate of nominees, as presented, and shall have the power to make changes in the slate. The election shall be held by written ballot, including a separate vote for each position, at the February membership meeting of the "CAB.” Absentee ballots may be submitted prior to the election in writing to the Secretary. Nominations from the floor will be accepted with prior approval of the nominee. A majority of the votes cast shall be required to constitute election to an officer position or to an at large position. The Board elected at the February membership meeting shall take office March 1. 

Article 8.  Duties of Board of Directors when Serving as Officers. 

Officers serve a one year term. Officers must be members of the Board of Directors. The duties of the Board of Directors as Officers shall be those customarily associated with such positions, and as outlined below: 

President

The President shall preside at all meetings of the Board and membership. He/She shall be empowered to conduct business normally associated with the office and shall be empowered to call meetings, both regular and special, as required by circumstances. With the consent of the Board, the President shall serve as official spokesperson for the organization in the conduct of routine business and duties. The President shall serve a one-year term, from March 1 through February 28 (29) of the succeeding year, and shall not be eligible to succeed himself. 

President-Elect

The President-elect shall serve as President in the absence of the President, and shall provide assistance as requested by the President, in conducting the routine business of the "CAB". The President-elect is responsible for insuring that “CAB” has a functioning web site, that the web site is up-to-date, and that meetings and information items are posted on the web site and distributed from the web site as required by these By-Laws. The President-elect shall automatically ascend to the office of President without the requirements of an election on the expiration of the term or resignation or death of the President. 

Secretary

The Secretary shall keep timely records of business, and shall keep and update the roster and mailing list of the membership, and shall perform such other duties as the code of By-Laws may provide or the Board may prescribe. 

Treasurer

The Treasurer shall keep correct and complete records of financial account(s), showing accurately at all times the financial condition of the "CAB". He/She shall be the legal custodian of the monies, notes, securities and other valuables that may from time to time come into possession of the "CAB". He/She shall immediately deposit all funds of the "CAB" coming into his/her hands in some reliable bank or other depository to be designated by the Board, and shall keep this bank account in the name of the "CAB". He/She shall furnish at meetings of the Board, or whenever requested by the Board or a member, a statement of the financial condition of the "CAB", and shall perform such other duties as the code of By-Laws may provide or the Board may prescribe. The Treasurer may be required to furnish bond in such amount as may be determined by the Board. All drafts, checks, notes, and securities executed by the "CAB" shall require the signature of the Treasurer. 

The Secretary and Treasurer may be combined into the position of Secretary/Treasurer.

Past-President

Past-President shall serve as an advisor to the President and perform tasks as assigned by the President. 

Other Positions

The President may appoint a Program Director from the members of the Board of Directors to perform the following duties related to monthly meetings. Alternatively, the President may wish to perform these duties himself/herself. The Program Director shall be responsible for locating and paying for, with funds obtained from the Secretary/Treasurer, a facility or facilities necessary for regular meetings of the membership. He/She shall have the responsibility of securing speakers and other entertainment for membership meetings. He/She shall not obligate the "CAB" financially or otherwise without permission from the Board. 

The President may appoint a Public Relations Director from the members of the Board of Directors to perform the following duties. Alternatively, the President may wish to perform these duties himself/herself. The Public Relations Director shall be responsible for promoting "CAB" activities. Duties shall include providing speakers for schools and civic groups; provide press releases to local newspapers, radio, television; coordinate community projects. He/She shall not obligate the "CAB" financially or otherwise without permission from the Board. 

The President may appoint other Special Directors or chairs of committees from the members of the Board of Directors as deemed necessary.

Article 9. Meetings. 

Meetings of the membership shall be held monthly, unless otherwise authorized by the Board. The President is authorized to call special meetings or to change temporarily the regular meeting date after consultation with and approval of a majority of the Board. The membership must be notified of any such changes. A quorum must exist for the conduct of any such official "CAB" business at membership meetings, including but not limited to meetings for the election of "CAB" Board of Directors and Officers. A quorum for such purposes shall consist of the members in good standing who are present at a legally called meeting and shall consist of no less than five such members, in addition to a majority of the Board of Directors. 
Article 10. Finances and Property. 

The "CAB is a non-profit organization. Dues, entry fees and other monies received by the "CAB" shall be spent entirely for accomplishment of the objectives and purposes of the "CAB". No material property donated to the “CAB” or otherwise acquired for the use of the “CAB” shall be converted to any other use without the prior approval of the Board. No Board Director shall be compensated monetarily from funds of the "CAB" for his/her service, nor shall any Board Director accept monetary compensation from an outside source for service performed in the name of the "CAB". In the event monetary compensation is given a Board Director for service performed in the name of the "CAB", such monies shall be placed in the treasury of the "CAB". Dues shall be determined by a majority vote of members present at a meeting at which a quorum exists. 

Article 11. Dissolution. 

In the event of dissolution of this "CAB", the funds in the treasury, after all creditors have been paid, shall go to the League of American Bicyclists, a 501 (c) (3) organization. If the League of American Bicyclists is no longer, the remaining funds shall be given to another cycling advocacy organization that has 501 (c) (3) status, as determined by the Board. 

Article 12. Amendments
By-laws may be adopted, amended, or repealed at any meeting of the Board of Directors by the vote of a majority of the Board members.
